Bill Moyers recently did a wonderful show on the importance of community based radio. In particular he did a segment on a small low power FM station that was the only one of forty one stations in an area of the Gulf to survive hurricane Katrina and how his small community based station was instrumental in informing his broadcast area of where and when the hurricane was going to hit and afterwards, where FEMA aid could be found. He kept on the air with news about where food, shelter and medical aid could be had for those in need and FEMA itself issued radios along with food and water so people could stay informed by his station.  That is community radio at its very best!

We on the Oregon Coast live in an area where a major tsunami is probably in our future and a local station that could inform us of pending events or aid us in staying informed after such an event, could literally be the difference between life and death for those affected.

So many stations and bandwidths have been  snapped up by big corporate media the last ten years that there is almost no coverage in local communities and thus Congress is now working on House Bill 2802 or Senate Bill 1675 – the Local Community Radio Act of 2007, which would open up the airwaves for low power FM bands.
